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The NACC has reached a resolution regarding unusual wealth in cases of Police Colonel Thitisan UTTHANAPHOL Police Colonel Thitisan UTTHANAPHOL, Superintendent, Nakhon Sawan ProvinciaI Potice Station is unusually wealthy and Mr. Chonsawat Asavahame, the Former Governor of Samut Prakarn Provincial Administrative Organization (PAO), and et. El in the offence of wrongfully considering and approving disbursement of the subsidy distributed to temples in Samut Prakarn

Case 1: The NACC has reached a resolution that the alleged culprit, Police Colonel Thitisan UTTHANAPHOL, Superintendent, Nakhon Sawan ProvinciaI Potice Station is unusually wealthy under the Organic Act on Anti-corruption B.E. 2561 (2018)

The NACC has considered the matter and has reached a resolution that Police Colonel Thitisan UTTHANAPHOL, Superintendent, the alleged culprit, is unusual wealth by having unusually large amount of assets, or having unusual increase in assets or acquiring assets without legitimate grounds in consequence of the performance of duty or the exercise of power in office or in the course of duty, with the total value of 1,358,121,750.80 Baht.

The decisions from the meeting are to submit a report, inquiry case file, document, evidence and opinion to the Attorney General, for the Attorney General to proceed with the motion to the Criminal Court for Corruption and Misconduct cases to order for confiscation of 32 properties to become properties of the state including the properties that the NACC has issued the order of temporary seizure or freezing of properties. As well, The NACC will notify the decision including summary of facts to the Royal Thai Police to undertake the powers and duties against the alleged culprit as such unusual wealth shall be deemed corruption in the course of duties under section 122 of the Organic Act on Anti-corruption B.E. 2561 (2018).

In case where asset cannot be executed in whole or in parts to become property of the State, other assets of the alleged culprit shall be executed within the period of ten years as from          the date of the final judgement of the Court, pursuant to section 125 of the Organic Act on Anti-Corruption B.E. 2561 (2018). 

Currently, the Attorney General has submitted the motion to the Criminal Court for Corruption and Misconduct cases in November 11, 2022.

Additionally, the NACC has reached a resolution to conduct a preliminary inspection of the case of Police Colonel Thitisan UTTHANAPHOL, for claiming the reward from Customs Department for confiscating illegally import vehicle to Thailand which has a behavior which is reasonable to believe that a state official commits corruption or malfeasance in office. 
Case 2. The NACC has reahced a resolution on the allegation against Mr. Chonsawat Asavahame, the Former Governor of Samut Prakarn Provincial Administrative Organization (PAO), and et. El (in total of 11 persons) in the offence of wrongfully considering and approving disbursement of the subsidy distributed to temples in Samut Prakarn during the fiscal year 2011-2013

According to the investigation, the NACC found that , during the fiscal year 2011-2013,                                  Mr. Chonsawat Asavahame, in his capacity as the Governor of Samut Prakarn Provincial Administrative Organization (PAO) et el., jointly approved the disbursement of subsidy distributed to 20 projects of temples in Samut Prakarn in the total amount of 338,753,750 Baht.  Therefore, the NACC has reached the following resolutions:

1.
With regard to the act of Mr. Chonsawat Asavahame and Mr. Amnuay Radsamitat, the 9th Alleged Culprit, there are grounds for the offence of not exercising his functions, or wrongfully exercising his functions, or behaving on the contrary of the public order under the Provincial Administrative Organization Act 1997, and there are grounds for criminal penalty under Section 151 and 157 of the Penal Code.

2.
With regard to the act of Mr. Sayan Raksanaves, Mr. Wichai Janjamroon, Mr. Chaiyos Tangjitdamrong, Mr. Manas Boon-ar-ree, and Mr. Anuwat Kounkid, there are grounds for serious disciplinary penalty and criminal penalty under Section 157 of the Penal Code.

3.
With regard to the act of Evergreen Explorer Co. Ltd. and Mr. Pakon Netprapa, there are grounds for aider of the official under Section 86, 151 and 157 of the Penal Code.

4.
With regard to the act of Mr. Nipon Boonyakiat and Mr. Surasak Preechapol, the 6th Alleged Culprit, there are no grounds for criminal penalty. 
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NACC criminal conviction is not deemed as final. The accused shall be presumed innocent until the Court delivers its final judgement.
