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Solutions and Policy Recommendations 

• To review the existing laws and regulations and implement new 

practices to administer emergency situations, especially in relation to 

donation and recovery funds for those affected by the crises. 

 

• To suggest the Comptroller General’s Department to initiate public 

procurement online database that is accessible by all government 

agencies to allow them to evaluate and compare procurement prices. 

 

• To encourage the use of existing reporting mechanisms and promote 

citizen and media participation to improve transparency in procurement 

process. Moreover, protection of whistleblowers and witnesses should 

be prioritized. 

 

• To conduct internal audit and oversight functions within the government.

irregularities in the procurement of COVID-19-related 

supplies.
