October 2022 and shall come into force as 24 January 2023. The purpose is
to allow judicial procedure agencies to clearly prescribe the time limit for
conducting the judicial procedure in every step so that the people will get
justice without delay. Besides, the stakeholders will understand the matters
under the proceedings of the justice procedure agencies have been completed
and monitor progress through a variety of channels.

However, such the time limit shall not be imposed in any way to affect

the independence of justice or the good faith.

The duties of the NACC in relation to \\\\\\\

The Act empowers the NACC which is an agency in the judicial procedure
and shall have the duties to implement under Section 6 to Section 11 as follows;

The judicial procedure agencies under Section 5 shall
- prescribe the completion of the time limit in considering
Sectlon 6 the procedure proceedings in relation to its duties and
powers. In accordance with the nature, condition or type of
case, as well as the amount of work under which it is

responsible, unless otherwise provided by law.

The time limit in accordance with paragraph one shall be made available to the
public.

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The duties of the NACC in relation to
this Act (Section 7)

The responsible person shall complete the work under his or her responsibilities
within the time limit prescribed under Section 6. If it fails to complete within the time
limit, the cause of delay shall be recorded, as well as promptly prescribe the time limit
for completion. Moreover, the responsible person shall report to the supervisor to
consider ordering, and the judicial procedure agencies shall notify the relevant parties
of the cause of the delay. As well as prescribing the time limit for completion.

Reporting will be in accordance with the procedures prescribed by the judicial
procedure agencies which the feasibility of the inspection evidence. In case that the
responsible person does not report it to the supervisor or if the supervisor is of an
opinion that the delay is excessive burden or unreasonable as well as does not notify
the relevant person, the supervisor shall consider a serious disciplinary offence.

The judicial procedure agencies under
Section 5 shall provide information technology
systems or any other means that is conveniently
accessible by the public. Progress for conducting
in the judicial procedure can be monitored
and inspected by stakeholders.

In any case that affects the public interest,
the judicial procedure agencies shall provide
an information technology system or any
other means that is conveniently accessible
by the public in accordance with the criteria
and procedures prescribed by the judicial
procedure agencies.

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The judicial procedure agencies
under Section 5 shall identify the
responsible person for receiving
complaints in case the relevant parties
suffered from the delay. Besides,
progress of the procedure shall be
inspected as well as keep stakeholders
informed within 15 days as from the
date of receipt of the matter and
also report it to the supervisor.

The judicial procedure agencies under Section 5 shall collect statistic data
on the period of time of proceedings in the judicial procedure for each step.

Evaluating the proceedings compare with the time limit for conducting in
accordance with Section 6 and disseminate such information to the public

._every year.

The judicial procedure agencies under Section 5 shall examine the steps
and periods of time of proceedings in the judicial procedure process, as well
as prescribe the appropriate time limit under Section 6. If deemed inappropriate,
provide measures to develop or improve the agency or bureaucracy of the agency
so that the people can get justice without delay at a minimum every three years.
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
