Five out of six
subjects are academic articles, of which some of them received an award from NACC
Academic Article Contest 2021, written by scholars from different institutes and
organisations. The topics are related to: use of massive database to avoid procurement
fraud, a major source of corruption in many government organisations, prevention on
conflicts of personal and public interest among government officials’ performance; a
proposal of measures protecting whistleblowers; employee corruption according to
German Law; an innovative proposal to prevent and combat money laundering
through online channels; and a case study of Provincial Justice Office under Ministry of
Justice to encourage the public participation in the prevention of corruption. With
outstanding articles as such, the reader shall acquire knowledge to a considerable
extent.
